This offer is only open to sports clubs registered as a Community Amateur Sports Club ~ (CASC) which can
help with various tax breaks as well.

6) E.On Sustainable Energy Fund

E.On, the power and gas company, has announced that the

next application deadline for its Sustainable Energy Fund is
the 8th October 2010 . The E.ON Sustainable Energy Fund I U K
offers grants of up to £20,000 to community groups, not-for-

profit organisations and schools who wish to consider and im-

plement sustainable energy projects in their buildings.

Projects that can be considered include:

e The purchase and installation of one or more renewable energy technologies (e.g. wind, solar thermal,
PV, wood etc).

e The renovation of existing facilities to incorporate micro-generation technology (e.g. the reinstatement
of a watermill and the purchase of a turbine to produce hydro-electricity).

e An energy efficiency makeover for your building that could demonstrate significant energy savings and
also behavioural change amongst users.

If eligible, your club could stand to make significant savings year on year if such technologies were to be

7) Cash 4 Clubs

Sports c¢clubs that are registered with their sport
grants of up to £1,000 through the Cash 4 Clubs grants scheme. Cash 4 Clubs is a sports funding
scheme which gives clubs a unique chance to apply for grants to improve facilities, purchase new equip-
ment, gain coaching qualifications and generally invest in the sustainability of their club. In 2008 over
£30,000 was given out in grants to 30 community sports clubs across the UK. There are three tiers of
grants at £250, £500 and £1,000. Previous grants have been awarded to various sports clubs and the
money is there to be given out so why not try and get your squash club involved.
