How Host Counties are allocated
When looking at host allocations in isolation, it should be remembered that around 45 Counties (including guests) enter the Championships each season.  That’s 450 teams across the categories meaning 130 hosts have to be found in each stage. Nearly 300 in the course of a season.
Senior Groups are determined by results from last season and Junior Groups by region 

The components determining how we select hosts are numerous, to list just a few: 
· How the groups are made up from last seasons results. 
· Geographical considerations. We try to allocate the host of a group as centrally as possible, however some counties, for example, Cornwall, Norfolk and Durham and Cleveland are geographically remote, but it is fair that they are given the opportunity to host some ties, as they inevitably have greater distances to travel than most when not hosting.
· The number of teams each county enters, which varies considerably, for example, Essex might enter 19 teams and Somerset 3, so Essex would probably have more ties to host.
· The number of affiliated clubs within a county. 
· The suitability and availability of potential host clubs. 
· The avoidance of clashing fixtures in a county on one weekend.
· Previous hostings

It doesn't always work out exactly, but we assure you that a lot of time and effort is put in to getting it as balanced as possible.
